These could be
choreographed by yourself or someone
else.

What to bring to the audition
Please ensure you arrive 10 – 15 minutes
before your audition to ensure you’ve had
time to hand over any paperwork you’re
bringing.

You will need to bring the following: 
Tight dance attire
Any dance documents or references
that you think may support your
application
If you have already undertaken tertiary
study and wish to apply for Recognition
of Prior Learning (RPL) bring copies of
your academic transcripts

Music
Please bring your own music as MP3s on
your phone or tablet.
